Teesside Industrial Mission archives.

The remaining archives of the Teesside Industrial Mission (TIM) are in a filing cabinet in Stockton URC, Yarm Lane, Stockton.  The files have been heavily pruned, I would guess, and there are various suggestions as to where the contents have gone, including Middlesbrough Library, Stockton Library, the Rylands Library and the William Temple Library.  I haven’t followed up any of these.  What is left seems to be mainly files which reflect interests of the Revd.Tony Attwood which were not seen as in the main stream of Industrial Mission?  There are no minutes or proceedings of the Management Committee or anything of that nature.
